100 Points

1. Create a Children’s Book to help explain the importance of the Declaration of

Independence. Your book will need to be at least 12 pages and each page will need to have a colorful illustration to go with it.
2. Your Children’s Book will have a cover and the following minimum requirements:

A. Cover: Include a title and illustrations and author’s name

B. Pages 1-4: Background on what led to the Declaration of Independence being 
      written. Briefly describe what lead up to the writing of the Declaration of Independence. Why was it written? (i.e. Britain in debt from the French and Indian war, taxes on the colonists, Boston Massacre, Lexington and Concord etc.) Then talk about who wrote it and when it was written.

C. Pages 5-10: Analysis of quotes from the Declaration of Independence.  Each page will
      
      have the following:


- A quote from the Declaration



- A paraphrase and analysis of the quote



- Illustrations to help explain the quote.


D. Page 11 -12: Discuss the impact of the Declaration of Independence (i.e. How we 
 
      declared ourselves a free and independent nation….how we became the United 
 
      States after declaring war with Britain)

E. Back Cover: About the Author – picture of you and a 3-4 sentence biography 
 
 
     describing yourself.  This can be elaborated upon (likes, goals, aspirations, 
 
   
     accomplishments etc.)
3. Make sure your book is colorful, illustrated and appealing to a child. Remember your   
    audience is a 3rd grader who needs to learn the importance of the Declaration of Independence.
