U.S. History One-Pager Instructions: Chp 8 - The Jefferson Era

A one-pager is a one page response to your reading. It is a way of constructing your own pattern of your unique understanding of history and the textbook. It is a way for you to construct meaning out of what you have read that can be creative and experimental while catering to your own preferred styles and methods of learning. We learn best when we can create our own patterns in a way that is meaningful to ourselves and to others that read our work. A one-pager is a way to own what you are reading and at the same time synthesize your textbook reading with class discussions and assignments. Remember, you can write your text in different directions, larger and smaller depending on the importance, as a border around a picture or inside a picture. Create the one-pager in such a way that your audience will understand the context of your thinking and what you have read.

You could also cut out all your typed work and glue it down on to your one pager incorporating it into your pictures.  The more visually appealing, the better.
