Declaration of Independence Project
Students will use their knowledge of the Declaration of Independence to choose and create ONE of the projects below. All projects must be neat and complete. 
Each is worth a total of 100 points!
Second Declaration of Independence
1. Imagine in the future, the President of the United States declares he is king, disbands Congress, eliminates the Constitution and Bill of Rights, and declares martial law (military control) upon American citizens. During this time, the Third Continental Congress comes together and nominates you to write the Second Declaration of Independence. Using Jefferson’s original Declaration for format, style and inspiration, write your own declaration against a tyrannical president. (You can use current events in the news you disagree with or make up things a tyrannical president would do). You may quote some of Jefferson’s original statements for effect but be sure to cite them properly.  Must be original and creative!!! (See handout with specific requirements)
Illustrated Children’s Book of the Declaration of Independence

2. Create an illustrated children’s book for a third grader of the Declaration of Independence that rephrases key excerpts from the real document.  Your version should be written in simple, concise language that a third grader could read and understand. (See handout with specific requirements).

3. You will write a rap about the declaration of Independence and then present it to the class. It will need to have a minimum of one chorus stanza and 3 different versus. (See handout with specific requirements).
Declaration of Independence Historical Letter

4. You will write a letter to one of the following historical figures as if you were related to them. You can be angry or proud of your family member, but be sure to include historically accurate facts as to why you feel the way you do.  Your letter must be on the topic of the writing of the Declaration of Independence.  You must either write to King George III or Thomas Jefferson.  (See handout with specific requirements).

5. Create a project idea that is based on the Declaration of Independence that displays your knowledge of the document. You must get this approved by me before beginning the project.
