SLIP and TRIP Writing Assignment
You are a police detective investigating the death of Arthur. You’ve completed your investigation, and now you must decide if Arthur’s death was accidental or whether there is enough evidence to arrest Queenie for his murder.  You must write a persuasive crime report to the police chief (me), in which you state your claim and give evidence and reasoning for your claim.  Below you will find the specific requirements for your police report.
Your report should be 3 double spaced paragraphs and 12 point font.  Be sure to add a title and your Sinaloa heading.  Consider making it look like an actual Police report.
1. Introduction paragraph 

· Start your paragraph by describing the scene.  (When you arrived, what was found? Time of day, location)

· What did Queenie say?  (This would be her statement…don’t forget to use quotes and your starter sentence sheet for help).
· State your claim? (state your position…the evidence is trustworthy and Arthur’s death was accidental, or Arthur was murdered and Queenie is lying about what happened.

2.  Body paragraph (your evidence and reasoning)

· Begin by stating the evidence that was found and what that evidence implies or shows (reasoning). You should have at least 3 pieces of evidence and analysis of that evidence.

3. Conclusion Paragraph

· Re-state your claim, evidence and reasoning

· Then add your own speculation about what you think happened. (Why you think this case should be investigated more thoroughly.)

Please attach your paragraph to your Slip or Trip graphic organizer.
Here are some helpful tips and reminders:

· Do not write in the first-person voice.  You want to sound like an expert so keep it formal.  (i.e. it is evident that…..one can assume that….it is easy to see that…..)
· Keep the evidence short…no more than 1-2 sentences. Your reasoning and explanation of the evidence will be lengthier.
· Don’t forget to use quotes when you state what Queenie said

· Proofread your paragraph before turning it in.  Make sure it’s free of spelling errors and punctuation errors.
